Diving is free, and the activity 
will be closely monitored so as to provide the experience to anyone interested.   
 
Not an underwater fan? Then try your hand panning for gold. The North American Miners will educate the 
public on panning, dredging, cleaning and metal detecting. For $6, fairgoers can pan for gold with lots of 
instruction and help. Successful panners keep what they find. This activity will be available throughout the 
fair and will be located in Frontier Land.  
 
If you’d rather have someone do the hard work for you, purchase a raffle ticket for the chance to win a real 
nugget of gold.
